As part of these visits we
will have access to the main academic buildings and the resource people will make
presentations on the history of this important institution and its architectural & landscape
heritage. We will also visit A Threshold'’s widely published and awarded project,
Subterranean Ruins. This young practice won the Architectural Review's Emerging Prize
this year. G. Reghu, the celebrated sculptor lives close by and we will drop in to see his
studio and work.
